Dear Mr. John Charley:

Please note that the latest study provided is an Administrative Draft (dated July 2009). The study
outlines the Infrastructure required to serve the City and future growth. Applying standard methods,
the study identifies the fair share of the cost of infrastructure related to new development. The eight
facility categories analyzed are:

Fire/EMS

General Government
Libraries

Parks

Police

Technology Improvements
Transportation
Wastewater

It is projected that the population will increase 33% by 2030. The cost of infrastructure identified for
the above-listed facilities is estimated at over $22 million, of which approximately /3¢ may be allocated
to new development in the form of Development Fees. The rate for a single-family home is
approximately $5,800. However, a reduction (credit) will be applied to the fee for new development’s
estimated future contribution to general revenues. | anticipate this credit to reduce the fees outlined in
the report by 5% to 15%. An updated report will be provided to the City for final consideration that
will incorporate this change.

As the state of Arizona recently passed legislation effectively placing a limited moratorium on collecting
new development fees, it is anticipated that the Council may not act on the fees in the immediate future.
In the interim, City staff and Council may want to consider prioritizing the infrastructure improvements
based on need and revenues available.

The steps remaining to adopt the fee program if Council should move forward are:

l. Council meeting — Adopt Notice of Intent and make available written report for
Infrastructure Improvements Plan and Development Fee

2. Public Hearing (60 days after notice of intent)
3. Adopt Fees (30 days after public hearing)
4. Effective date of fees ( 75 days after adoption of fee)

I will be in Bisbee on February 23, 2010 to make a presentation to Council on the Administrative Draft
Infrastructure Improvements Plan and Development Fee Study.
