The following are issues that were raised at the Arizona Street Project’s Public Meeting held on January 31, 2008 at Bisbee City Hall, followed by recommendations made by Mr. Scott Dalrymple of EEC the consulting Engineering firm for the project
Issue - Speeding
·       Speed humps – NO
·       More stop signs at more intersections – POSSIBLY
·       Flashing signals – GOOD IDEA if we can afford it
·       STAMPED ASPHALT at major intersections (or cobble stone)
·       the RESTRIPED and NARROWER road width will also help
Issue – Cole Ave Intersection
·       4-WAY STOP and CENTER ISLAND
·       Lower intersection – if we implement the 4 way stop and center island – we may not need to lower the intersection.  It would be less expensive to not lower the intersection
Issue – Parking and Turn Lanes in Residential section
·       Current concept allows parallel parking on both sides in the residential areas – 
·       If we add a center turn lane, then we have to give up parking on one side  - concerns were expressed about losing this
·       PARKING on BOTH SIDES – 4-way stop at Cole will help with the turning movements.  Better striping will help slow traffic down.
Issue – Loss of Access Road Entrance/Exit near Black Knob
·       Recommend ONE WAY STREET with ACCESS ONLY around corner onto Black Knob – no access at south end directly onto Arizona Street
Issue – Business Access and Parking
·       Will meet with Express Stop to discuss removal of driveway access onto Arizona Street – will suggest leaving delivery truck parking and hand cart access ramp
·       Will meet with Boys & Girls Club
·       Will meet with other businesses – primary safety concern is that we do not want perpendicular parking on east side, especially close to intersections.  Need to discuss parking conditions on the east side of the drainage ditch – within ROW – where we intend to install sidewalks
Issues – others
·       Bus stops – if City desires, then this will be done as part of enhancement – relatively inexpensive
·       Art projects – City decision – cost issue
·       Landscaping watering and maintenance – recommend low water plants, City maintenance
·       Fencing on WPA channel – original direction was to leave this alone, but safety fence or railing is a good idea
·       Cover all of WPA channel, or at least more of it – more expensive than safety railing
·       Sidewalks to meander instead of being straight – AGREE
·       Electrical outlets on light poles - relatively inexpensive
·       Design for future water harvesting – not practical to do at this time.  If we design it that way, the water will have to flow that way and will cause flooding until the “future” arrives.
·       More trees.  Don’t remove any existing trees where possible. – AGREE
·       Add bicycle lanes – was listed as justification for Enhancement Grant.  It is very difficult to have a bicycle lane on the west side in the business district with the slant parking.  We can not have 2-way bike lane adjacent to roadway.  Could build near sidewalk instead, but serious bikers won’t tend to use it there. – CAN WE NOT INSTALL BIKE LANES
