AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE
CITY OF BISBEE, COUNTY OF COCHISE, STATE OF ARIZONA,
ADOPTING SECTION 2.63 OF THE BISBEE CITY CODE

WHEREAS, Section 7.07(b) of the Bisbee City Charter provides that a proposed

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City Manager Report, February 16, 2010

Attached is the Three Month Fuel Consumption report for November and December, 2009,
January 2010 and the same period for the prior two years. Overall, the use of motor fuels is
1483.3 gallons less that the same period in the prior year, or a 9% reduction. Over a two year
period, the reduction is 20%, so we have far exceeded our original goal of 10%.

Attached is the General Fund Summary for the period ended January 31, 2010. Expenditures are
51.8% of budget, and expenditures are at 50.4% of budget. Even though both revenues and
expenditures are below the benchmark of 59%, our ongoing vigilance on the expenditure side of
the budget is keeping the General Fund in positive territory. There is an entry of $4,397 last
month out of the contingency fund. This expenditure is for shoring up the glass sidewalk in front
of the Fair Building. Upon close inspection, it had been determined that it would not support the
weight of a vehicle, so the decision was made to provide additional structural support. There are
5 months remaining in the fiscal year.

On February 4", Mr. Tom Klimek met with the SEAGO Transportation Advisory Committee
(TAC) and on February 5", I met with the SEAGO Administrative Council. Among the items
that were on the agenda was the review of the SEAGO Transportation Improvement Plan (TIP) in
lightiof the recent rescission of federal funding under SAFE-T LU. It was the recommendation of
both the TAC and the Administrative Council for the Arizona Street Reconstruction project to
remain the number one ranked project in the TIP. This recommendation will go to the Executive
Board on February 20" for approval. This ranking will allow the project to continue being
funded using ARRA II (Stimulus) funding when approved by the Congress, hopefully in March.
