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Mrs. Flanagan indicated that Ordinance O-10-12 was presented to Council for approval of the 
increase in sewer rates.  She commented that if the Ordinance was approved, the increase in rates 
would be effective on September 17th, with the rates to be reflected on the October bills.  She 
thanked the newspaper for reminding the public of the availability of low income sewer rates.
