DISCUSSION: The City of Bisbee’s Personnel Rules and Regulations, November 2008 went into effect on
December 18, 2008. The proposed amendments included in O-10-19 would bring this document up to date with
Federal Law as well as include a section previously included in the AFSCME Memorandum of Understanding.
Proposed amendments to Chapter IV. Section 8. Family and Medical Leave, reflect amendments to the Family
and Medical Leave Act by the National Defense Authorization Act for FY 2010. These amendments include
members of the “regular” component of the Armed Services and defines “covered active duty” for regular and
reserve Armed Forces. Military caregiver leave is expanded to include a veteran who is undergoing medical
treatment and defines timeframes and types of treatment which are eligible. The 2010 NDAA also amends the
definition of a “serious injury or illness” and defines a “qualifying injury or illness” of a veteran. The proposed
addition of Chapter IV. Section 15. On Call and Call Out to the Personnel Rules and Regulations would
document the minimum number of hours of compensation for being on call or called out and reflects the same
number of hours of compensation as is in the now defunct AFSME Memorandum of Understanding. The
provisions of this section would only apply to those employees who are not subject to a Memorandum of
Understanding and would therefore not apply to members of the Police or Fire Departments. On October 26™ the
Civil Service Commission reviewed these proposed amendments and unanimously voted to recommend to
Mayor and Council. The notice of intent to approve Ordinance O-10-19 was approved by Mayor and Council on
November 2, 2010.

WHEREAS, the City of Bisbee is committed to ensuring the Personnel Rules and
Regulations are continually updated; and

WHEREAS, the Manager and Personnel Director have proposed and the Civil Service
Commission have unanimously recommended that the City Personnel Rules and Regulations be
amended to include these revisions; and

WHEREAS, the Mayor and Council have determined the recommended amendments to
the Personnel Rules and Regulations are in the best interests of the City and its employees.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Bisbee as
follows:

Section 1: That the amendments to the City of Bisbee Personnel Rules and
Regulations specified in the attached Exhibit A are hereby adopted.

Section 2: Severability. If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or
portion of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional by the decision
of any court of competent jurisdiction, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining
portions.

Section 3: Repeal of conflicting ordinances. All prior ordinances or parts of
ordinances in conflict with the provisions of this Ordinance are hereby repealed and of no further
force or effect.

IV.  COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS

Section 8. Family and Medical Leave
(0-09-14)

A. All employees who are eligible under applicable federal law shall be entitled to take
family and medical leave during each calendar year for any purpose or purposes authorized by
the applicable law. Federal law requires that the following general notice about the nature and
scope of Family Medical Leave Act be provided to all employees:

Employee Rights and Responsibilities
Under the Family and Medical Leave Act

Basic Leave Entitlement

FMLA requires covered employers to provide up to 12 weeks of unpaid, job-protected leave to

eligible employees for the following reasons:

* For incapacity due to pregnancy, prenatal medical care or child birth;

* To care for the employee’s child after birth, or placement for adoption or foster care;

* To care for the employee’s spouse, son or daughter, or parent, who has a serious health
condition; or

* For a serious health condition that makes the employee unable to perform the employee’s job.

Military Family Leave Entitlements

1. Qualifying Exigency

Eligible employees may take FMLA leave for any “qualifying exigency” arising out of
the fact that the employee’s spouse, son, daughter, or parent is on (or has been notified of
an impending call to) “covered active duty” in the Armed Forces. “Covered active duty”
for members of the regular component of the Armed Forces means duty during
deployment of the member to a foreign country. “Covered active duty” for members of
the reserve components of the Armed Forces (members of the U.S. National Guard and
Reserves) means duty during deployment of the member to a foreign country under a call
or order to active duty in a contingency operation as defined in section 101(a)(13)}B) of
title 10, United States Code. “Qualifying exigency” may include attending certain
military events, arranging for alternative childcare, addressing certain financial and legal
arrangements, attending certain counseling sessions, and attending post-deployment
reintegration briefings.

2. Military Caregiver Leave

Military Caregiver Leave entitles eligible employees who are the spouse, son, daughter,
parent or next of kin of a “covered servicemember” to take up to 26 work weeks of
FMLA leave in a single 12-month period to care for the “covered servicemember” with a
“serious injury or illness”. “Covered service member” includes current members of the
Armed Forces (regular and reserve), and veterans who are undergoing medical treatment,
recuperation or therapy for a “serious injury or illness” if the veteran was a member of
Armed Forces at anytime during the period of five (5) years preceding the date on which
the veteran undergoes such medical treatment, recuperation or therapy. For current
members of the Armed Forces, “serious injury or illness” means those which were
incurred in the line of duty during active duty, and those that existed before the beginning
of the member’s active duty and were aggravated by service in the line of duty on active
duty that may render the member medically unfit to perform the duties of the member’s
office, grade. rank or rating. For veterans, “serious injury or illness” means the same as
that for current members, in addition the injury or illness must have manifested itself
before or after the member became a veteran.

Benefits and Protections

During FMLA leave, the employer must maintain the employee’s health coverage under any
“group health plan” on the same terms as if the employee had continued to work. Upon return
from FMLA leave, most employees must be restored to their original or equivalent positions
with equivalent pay, benefits, and other employment terms.

Use of FMLA leave cannot result in the loss of any employment benefit that accrued prior to the
start of an employee’s leave.

Eligibility Requirements

Employees are eligible if they have worked for a covered employer for at least one year, for
1,250 hours over the previous 12 months, and if at least 50 employees are employed by the
employer within 75 miles.

Definition of Serious Health Condition

A serious health condition is an illness, injury, impairment, or physical or mental condition that
involves either an overnight stay in a medical care facility, or continuing treatment by a health
care provider for a condition that either prevents the employee from performing the functions of
the employee’s job, or prevents the qualified family member from participating in school or
other daily activities.

Subject to certain conditions, the continuing treatment requirement may be met by a period of
incapacity of more than 3 consecutive calendar days combined with at least two visits to a health
care provider or one visit and a regimen of continuing treatment, or incapacity due to pregnancy,
or incapacity due to a chronic condition. Other conditions may meet the definition of continuing
treatment.

Use of Leave

An employee does not need to use this leave entitlement in one block. Leave can be taken
intermittently or on a reduced leave schedule when medically necessary. Employees must make
reasonable efforts to schedule leave for planned medical treatment so as not to unduly disrupt the
employer’s operations. Leave due to qualifying exigencies may also be taken on an intermittent
basis.

Substitution of Paid Leave for Unpaid Leave

Employees may choose or employers may require use of accrued paid leave while taking FMLA
leave. In order to use paid leave for FMLA leave, employees must comply with the employer’s
normal paid leave policies.

Employee Responsibilities

Employees must provide 30 days advance notice of the need to take FMLA leave when the need
is foreseeable. When 30 days notice is not possible, the employee must provide notice as soon as
practicable and generally must comply with an employer’s normal call-in procedures.

Employees must provide sufficient information for the employer to determine if the leave may
qualify for FMLA protection and the anticipated timing and duration of the leave. Sufficient
information may include that the employee is unable to perform job functions, the family
member is unable to perform daily activities, the need for hospitalization or continuing treatment
by a health care provider, or circumstances supporting the need for military family leave.
Employees also must inform the employer if the requested leave is for a reason for which FMLA
leave was previously taken or certified. Employees also may be required to provide a
certification and periodic recertification supporting the need for leave.

Employer Responsibilities

Covered employers must inform employees requesting leave whether they are eligible under
FMLA. If they are, the notice must specify any additional information required as

well as the employees’ rights and responsibilities. If they are not eligible, the employer must
provide a reason for the ineligibility.

Covered employers must inform employees if leave will be designated as FMLA-protected and
the amount of leave counted against the employee’s leave entitlement. If the employer
determines that the leave is not FMLA-protected, the employer must notify the employee.

Unlawful Acts by Employers

FMLA makes it unlawful for any employer to:

* Interfere with, restrain, or deny the exercise of any right provided under FMLA;

* Discharge or discriminate against any person for opposing any practice made unlawful by
FMLA or for involvement in any proceeding under or relating to FMLA.

Enforcement
An employee may file a complaint with the U.S. Department of Labor or may bring a private
lawsuit against an employer.

FMLA does not affect any Federal or State law prohibiting discrimination, or supersede any
State or local law or collective bargaining agreement which provides greater family or medical
leave rights.

IV. COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS
Section 15. On Call and Call Out

A. Applicability. The provisions of this Section apply only to those employees who
are _not subject to a Memorandum of Understanding between the City and an employee
organization.

B. On Call. Each employee who is assigned by his or her supervisor to be on call
during an off-duty period shall receive a minimum of two (2) hours pay for each twenty-four
hour period in which that emplovee is on call. The twenty-four hour on call period shall
commence at a time set by the Department. An emplovee who is on call has the freedom to
effectively use this time for his or her own purposes, unless a call is received. The employee is
entitled to additional compensation as provided herein in exchange for the benefits that the City
receives from having this employee available for a possible return to work. An employee who
responds to a call during any such on call period to perform unscheduled duties which are in
excess of his or her regular hours of work shall receive the minimum number of paid on call
hours plus actual time worked.

C.  Call Out.

1. Each employee who is called back to work by his or her supervisor during an off-
duty period in which the employee is not on call to perform unscheduled duties which are in
excess of his or her regular hours of work shall receive a minimum of three (3) hours of
compensation per occurrence or the actual hours worked, whichever is greater.

2. Whenever call-out duty exceeds four hours, a meal break will be included if
circumstances permit.

7501-
7507), as amended by the Single Audit Act Amendments of 1996 (P.L. 104 to 156),
the subrecipient must have an annual audit conducted in accordance with OMB
Circular #A-133 (“Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-profit
Organizations”) if the subrecipient expends more than $500,000 from Federal awards.
If the subrecipient has expended more than $500,000 in Federal dollars, a copy of the
subrecipient’s audit report for the previous fiscal year must be submitted to the
AZDOHS for review within thirty (30) days of signing this Agreement.

b) Subrecipients will be monitored periodically by the AZDOHS staff, both
programmatically and financially, to ensure that the project goals, objectives,
performance requirements, timelines, milestone completion, budgets, and other
related program criteria are being met. Monitoring will be accomplished through a
combination of office-based reviews and onsite monitoring visits. Monitoring can
involve aspects of the work involved under this contract including but not limited to the
review and analysis of the financial, programmatic, performance and administrative
issues relative to each program and will identify areas where technical assistance and
other support may be needed.

Environmental Planning and Historic Preservation

The subrecipient shall comply with all applicable Federal, State, and local environmental
and historic preservation (EHP) requirements and shall provide any information
requested by FEMA to ensure compliance with applicable laws including: National

Consultants/Trainers/Training Providers

Billings for consultants/trainers/training providers must include at a minimum: a
description of services; dates of services; number of hours for services performed; rate
charged for services; and, the total cost of services performed. Consultant/trainer/training
provider costs must be within the prevailing rates, must be obtained under consistent
treatment with the procurement policies of the subrecipient and 44 CFR Chapter 1, Part
13 and shall not exceed the maximum of $450 per day per consultant/trainer/training
provider unless prior written approval is granted by the AZDOHS. In addition to the per
day $450 maximum amount, the consultant/trainer/training provider may be reimbursed
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reasonable travel, lodging, and per diem not to exceed the state rate. Itemized receipts
are required for lodging and travel reimbursements. The subrecipient will not be
reimbursed costs other than travel, lodging, and per diem on travel days for
consultants/trainers/training providers.

Contractors/Subcontractors

The subrecipient may enter into written subcontract(s) for performance of certain of its
functions under the contract in accordance with terms established in the OMB Circulars,
Code of Federal Regulations, DHS Guidance and DHS Program Guide. The subrecipient
agrees and understands that no subcontract that the subrecipient enters into with respect
to performance under this Agreement shall in any way relieve the subrecipient of any
responsibilities for performance of its duties. The subrecipient shall give the AZDOHS
immediate notice in writing by certified mail of any action or suit filed and prompt notice of
any claim made against the subrecipient by any subcontractor or vendor which in the
opinion of the subrecipient may result in litigation related in any way to the Agreement
with the AZDOHS.

Personnel and Travel Costs

All grant funds expended for personnel, travel, lodging, and per diem must be consistent
with the subrecipient’s policies and procedures and must be applied uniformly to both
federally financed and other activities of the agency. At no time will the subrecipient’s
reimbursement(s) exceed the State rate established by the Arizona Department of
Administration, General Accounting Office Travel Policies: http://www.gao.state.gov..

Procurement

The subrecipient shall comply with all internal agency procurement rules/policies and
must also comply with Federal procurement rules/policies as outlined in section Vil and
all procurement must comply with substantially with Arizona State procurement code and
rules. The Federal intent is that all Homeland Security Funds are awarded competitively.
The subrecipient shall not enter into a Sole or Single Source procurement agreement,
unless prior written approval is granted by the AZDOHS.

Training

¢) Financial Reimbursements

Any such amendment shall specify: 1) an effective date; 2) any increases or decreases in
the amount of the subrecipient’s compensation if applicable; 3) be titled as an
‘Amendment,” and 4) be signed by the parties identified in the preceding sentence. The
subrecipient expressly and explicitly understands and agrees that no other method of
communication, including any other document, correspondence, act, or oral communication
by or from any person, shall be used or construed as an amendment or modification or
supplementation to this Agreement.

OFFSHORE PERFORMANCE OF WORK PROHIBITED

Due to security and identity protection concerns, ali services under this Agreement shall
be performed within the borders of the United States. All storage and processing of
information shall be performed within the borders of the United States. This provision
applies to work performed by subcontractors at all tiers.

AGREENMENT RENEWAL
This Agreement shall not bind nor purport to bind the AZDOHS for any contractual
commitment in excess of the original Agreement period.

RIGHT TO ASSURANCE

If the AZDOHS in good faith has reason to believe that the subrecipient does not intend
to, or is unable to perform or continue performing under this Agreement, the AZDOHS
may demand in writing that the subrecipient give a written assurance of intent to perform.

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on behalf of the State or its subdivisions (unit of Local Government) is an employee or
agent of any other party in any capacity or a consultant to any other party to the
Agreement with respect to the subject matter of the Agreement. Such cancellation shall
be effective when the parties to the Agreement receive written notice from the AZDOHS,
unless the notice specifies a later time.

Funds disbursed pursuant to this Agreement may not be expended for any sectarian
purpose or activity, including sectarian worship or instruction in violation of the United
States or Arizona Constitutions.

The provisions of this Agreement are -severable. Any term or condition deemed illegal or
invalid shall not affect any other term or condition of the Agreement.

ADVERTISING AND PROMOTION OF AGREEMENT
The subrecipient shall not advertise or publish information for commercial benefit
concerning this Agreement without the written approval of the AZDOHS.

OWNERSHIP OF INFORMATION, PRINTED AND PUBLISHED MATERIAL

The AZDOHS reserves the right to review and approve any publications funded or
partially funded through this Agreement. All publications funded or partially funded
through this Agreement shall recognize the AZDOHS and the U.S. Department of
Homeland Security. The U.S. Department of Homeland Security and the AZDOHS shall
have full and complete rights to reproduce, duplicate, disclose, perform, and otherwise
use all materials prepared under this Agreement.

The subrecipient agrees that any report, printed matter, or publication (written, visual, or
sound, but excluding press releases, newsletters, and issue analyses) issued by the
subrecipient describing programs or projects funded in whole or in part with Federal funds
shall contain the following statement:

Attached is the General Fund Summary Report for the period ended October 31, 2010. Revenues
for the year to date are at 26.3% of budget, while expenditures are at 31.3% of budget. The
benchmark for this period is 34%, so both revenues and expenditures continue to be well below
the level we projected for the year. Net Revenue over Expenditures is ($326,638), compared to
($271,448) last year. We typically encounter a deficit after one-third of the fiscal year has passed
because we have not received a substantial property tax distribution from Cochise County at this
point. Also, there were three payroll distributions in October. There are eight months remaining
in the fiscal year.

Arizona Street Update: The due date for bids on this project is November 19® at ADOT in
Phoenix. After review, we hope to receive approval from the State Transportation Board in
December or January, with a potential start date in February, 2011,
